GOSPEL REFLECTION: Luke 12:32-48

The wisdom in today’s reading comes back to
reliability and faithfulness, and shouldn’t these
qualities characterise our every thought and action?
There are commentators who say we are living in a
post-truth world when it is so hard to put trust in the
words of public figures and news media. And yet
history shows we are no different from our equivalents
in previous ages. We humans have a marvellous
ability to kid ourselves. Truth seems to be the chief
casualty of power. Peddling fictions is the way to
preserve power, and a lie repeated over and over
morphs into the kind of ‘truth’ that serves power.

Today’s Scripture points us beyond knowledge to
wisdom, wisdom that can be authenticated by
experience and the lives of people of integrity, bearing
in mind that integrity is a life based on values and not
on personal gain or looking good.
